     If you caught this show, I hope you feel you got more than your money's 

worth.  The show was priceless. Memphis-based Daddy Mack played some 
R&B, Soul and lots of Blues. What they say about Daddy Mack's guitar 

playing is all true. After about a half-hour acclimation (or enculturation), 
folks gradually realized that our shows are made for dancing. And Daddy Mack Orr and his band [James 

on 2nd guitar, his brother Harold on bass and Brian on drums] kept the music pumping and feet jump-
ing.  All down-home, real friendly folk playing real good Blues, the band seemed to have as much fun as 

the standing-room-only crowd. 
If you missed this show, shame! We guarantee you another shot later this year at doing an over-the-

top DCBS Blues party featuring an unsung, dyed-in-the Blues talent like Daddy Mack.

May 9, at the Memphis Marriott Downtown in Memphis, Tennessee, the night before the 33rd Blues Music Awards.   The 2012 inductees include

Memphis bluesmen Furry Lewis and Frank Stokes         Guitar genius Matt "Guitar" Murphy 
Brother/sister recording act Buddy & Ella Johnson         South Louisiana swamp blues artist Lazy Lester 

New Orleans musician, songwriter, and producer Allen Toussaint. 
Among the other individuals being recognized by The Blues Foundation this year are Chicago Blues radio force Pervis Spann; German

the guitarists and the drummer leaped off the stage into the audience.  But it wasn’t just the entertainment value; the judges obviously felt that 
they had the right musicality as well.” 

The Wired! Band is a three-person band that includes front man Kevin Sutton on guitar, and “perennial Pacific Northwest rhythm king Rick 
(The Stick) Jacobson on drums, with his uncle and Seattle legend Kieth Bakke on bass.”  To see some videos of this band performing at the IBC, 

visit their website www.wiredbandinfo.com. 
The winner of the solo/duo competition, Ray Bonneville, is a Canadian-born, US-raised, blues influenced singer, songwriter, guitarist and har-

monica player, who is known for his loose, bluesy, swampy vibe. He now lives in Austin, TX, after having lived many places, in the US, Canada and 
Europe.  Ray is the recipient of a Juno award, (Canada's Grammy) and has released seven recordings.  His latest, Bad Man’s Blood was released 

in August 2011. Says Ray about his early influences, "I remember going into the Boston area night clubs in the late 60s and early 70s, listening 
to Muddy Waters, John Hurt, James Cotton, Lightning Hopkins, Junior Wells and many more...these guys were still relatively young...man what a 

thrill that was!"   www.raybonneville.com 
The Gibson Guitarist Award went to Bart Walker, of the Bart Walker Band (Nashville), and the Lee Oskar Top Harmonica Player was awarded 

to Randy McQuay, who represented the Cape Fear Blues Society in the solo/duo competition. 
The Best Self-Produced CD award went to Dave Keller’s Where I’m Coming From.  This CD was selected from among the 74 total entries in 

this category, with the list first being narrowed to the following 5 finalists:

The Memphis Commercial Appeal article on the IBC also noted that the IBC has changed from a simple amateur competition to a “must-see 

event on the blues circuit, for both fans and professionals.”  Sieleman noted that “more and more industry folks – labels, producers, booking 
agents and managers – are coming on scouting expeditions…, (and) musicians who are not involved in the competition per se, but who are still 

coming to network and to perform in (noncompetitive) showcases.” 
Next year’s IBC will be held January 29 through February 2, 2013, also in Memphis.  The DC Blues Society will most likely have its annual 

Battle of the Bands in October 2012, to determine the DCBS Band entry for the 2013 IBC.  A competitive process will also be announced to de-
termine the DCBS solo/duo entry, best self-produced CD entry, and youth showcase entry.  Stay tuned for more details and check the DCBS web-

site (www.dcblues.org) for more information.

Clarence “The Blues Man” Turner Reflects on This Year’s IBC  
     “It all went so fast.  We had a great time as always.  There were a lot of networking opportunities 
to meet people in the industry and bands with different backgrounds, which is one of the great things 

about the IBC.”  These were the first thoughts that Clarence Turner had when asked about his experi-
ence at the 2012 IBC, as the DCBS representative in the Band category.  Clarence and his band had 

competed in two prior IBC’s, so he knew what to expect.  Although his band did not advance in the 
competition this year beyond their initial performance (he’s previously been in the finals), he found 

the IBC just as exciting and rewarding.  Where else do you get this opportunity to expose your band to 
so many people outside your geographic area?  His band performed at the Rum Boogie on Beale 

Street. Clarence recalled that it was a warm and friendly room.  He played all original songs and was 
pleased to see that the audience, and especially those who moved to the dance floor, responded so 

favorably.  To see that your songs and music are good enough to get people to dance is great feed-
back.  This year, Clarence and his band especially took advantage of the networking opportunities 

and seminars that were offered at the IBC.  He met some publishers and booking agents and of 
course, other performers.  His band included Sean Graves (drums), Dave Satterwhite (bass), Chuck    

Pearson (keyboard), and Avon Dews (harmonica).  This was Avon Dews first time at the IBC.  Clarence 
said that Avon really enjoyed himself and especially the opportunity to play with others at the jams. 

What’s next for Clarence?  Blues music is at his heart and soul.  He wants to take his original music and continue to network and expand his 
performances on a national and even international level.  He’s registering his CDs on CDBaby.com, is talking to a publicist, and is increasing his  

focus on managing the business aspects, while continuing to play the music that people love.  He invites everyone to attend his show on Friday, 
March 23, 2012, at the Silver Spring American Legion, and wanted the DC Blues Society and the DC blues community to know how much he  

appreciates the support they’ve given him over the years.

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RIP Louisiana Red  March 23, 1932 - Feb. 25, 2012 
Traditional blues artists Louisiana Red (born Iverson Minter) died on 

February 25 at a hospital in Germany. His death occurred after a few 
days in a coma brought on by thyroid imbalance. He was 79. Louisiana 

Red was a down-home blues artist known for his distinctive voice, 
amazing guitar skills, and his ability to create deep musical and spiritual 

moods and textures.  Red was born in Bes-
semer, AL.  His mother died a week after his 

birth, and his father was killed in a Ku Klux 
Klan lynching when Red was about nine 

years old. Red eventually moved to Pitts-
burgh to live with his grandmother. In the 

late 1940s, Red followed his passion for 
blues to Detroit where he became friends 

with Eddie Burns and John Lee Hooker, and 
made his first recordings under the moniker 

of Rocky Fuller.  Red has a long list of re-
leases over the years, under a number of 

recording labels.  His 1962 Roulette label 

recordings brought him national recognition 
as a bluesman.  In the mid ‘70s he became 

the cornerstone of the Blue Labor label.  On a European tour in late 
1982, Red met his wife-to-be Dora, and he lived in Hanover, Germany 

for the rest of his life with Dora.  He found work so plentiful in Europe 
that for a period of time he rarely came to the US. In 1995 Earwig    

Records released his CD  Sittin' Here Wonderin’, which was followed by 
two more Earwig records, annual US tours, and additional recordings on 

the High Tone and Severn labels.  His 2009 Back To The Black 
Bayou release was a big success.  In 2010 Red went to the Blues Music 

Awards with five nominations and received two awards.  His final CD 
Memphis Mojo was also well received.  See the CD review below for 

more about Louisiana Red and this final CD.  Info from Bob Corritore’s 
newsletter (www.bobcorritore.com) and www.louisiana-red.com,  

 
 

RIP Jamal Muhammad     Feb. 4, 2012 
Jamal Muhammad, well known jazz historian of WPFW, 89.3, passed 

away on February 4, 2012, after a brief illness.   Jamal was a DC native, 
an inspirational and expert presenter on jazz, and a powerful mentor to 

many.  Known for his  encyclopedic knowledge of jazz history, he came 
of age during the “golden era” of bebop in Washington, D.C.  As a young 

bebopper, he was a member of Charlie Parker’s entourage for a time 
during Parker’s stay in DC.  Jamal followed the music and moved to New 

York City in the late ’50s, where he interacted with virtually every jazz 
great. He joined the WPFW community in the early ’80s.  Since then he 

forged a reputation as being one of the city’s top jazz historians, a lov-
able jazz radio personality, and a true story-teller.  Information from

RIP Philip Mathieu   Nov. 30, 1961 - Feb. 10, 2012   
Local area award-winning classical instrumentalist, composer, arranger, 

and teacher, Phillip Mathieu died on February 10, 2012, at Holy Cross 
Hospital in Silver Spring, MD, due to complications of liver disease. He 

was 50 years old.  Phil was born in Washington, DC, and raised in  
Rockville, MD.  He was a highly accomplished 

musician who performed in all  genres,     
moving easily between classical and popular 

music.  Phil had been a member of the     
prestigious Washington Guitar Quintet led by 

Charlie Byrd; lead guitarist for Ruthie and the 
Wranglers; guitarist with the jump blues/

rockabilly band The Natty Beaux; and was 
regularly contracted for orchestra work at the 

Kennedy Center, The Hippodrome, and other  
venues. Phil also taught classical guitar at 

Montgomery College, Rockville, and was a founding member of the 
Potomac Guitar Quartet. He was recently awarded “Best Classical In-

strumentalist” by the Washington Area Music Association (WAMA).  Phil 
is survived by his partner in life Ruthie Logsdon (of Ruthie and the

CD Review: Louisiana Red  Memphis Mojo   
By Ron Weinstock 

Iverson Minter, better known as Louisiana Red, has had a distinguished recording career that dates back six 
decades. Red has recorded many memorable recordings over the years, including his challenge to Muddy Waters,  

“Gonna Play My Guitar,” issued as a 78; a 45 rpm single “Red’s Dream” (recorded under the name Playboy Fuller), 
that the legendary Henry Glover produced from a session with Tommy Tucker on piano; Louisiana Red Sings the 

Blues, an Atco album (1972) with the late Bill Dicey on harmonica; the Blue Labor album Sweet Blood Call (1975), 
with some very chilling vocals; a solo set, Sittin' Here Wonderin' (1995), as well as Millennium Blues (1999), for 

Earwig; and more recently the CD Black to the Black Bayou (2008) on Ruf.  I could cite other titles, but one should 

get the point that Louisiana Red has been laying down some stone cold, real blues killers for decades. 
Ruf has issued a new Louisiana Red album, Memphis Mojo (2011).  This CD, like the Black Bayou disc, has 

him joined with Little Victor's Juke Joint, who I presume is Little Victor on guitar, Bill Troiani on bass and Alex Pettersen on drums, with appear-
ances by Dave Maxwell on piano, Bob Corritore on harmonica, 'The Hawk' on maracas and Mookie Brill on bass for several tracks. This is a solid 

recording in the vein of the classic Chicago blues of Muddy Waters and Elmore James, mixed in with some North Mississippi Hil l Country flavor. 
Red's voice perhaps is a bit more gravelly, but the robustness of his vocals still stands out. The backing throughout is strong, sounding            

traditional, yet fresh. 
The songs, with one exception, are originals. The CD opens with “Goodbye Blues,” with a groove evocative of Muddy Waters' “Louisiana 

Blues,” set to a driving accompaniment with Little Victor taking the lead on guitar and Corritore wailing on harp. “I Had Troubles All My Life,” may 
have been done by Red before, but is strongly delivered as he sings about wanting to go back to Mississippi with a bit of howling. The one cover 

is Blind Lemon Jefferson's “See That My Grave Is Kept Clean,” with Little Victor” atmospheric use of tremolo with his guitar helping make an origi-
nal rendition of this standard. It is followed by the North Mississippi Hills groove of “No More Whiskey.” “Yolanda” has Maxwell on piano and  

Corritore on harp for a strong Chicago styled blues. “Your Lovin' Man,” is a down-home blues with Red laying down tough sounding slide, 
while “I'm Gettin' Tired” has an insistent groove suggestive of Junior Parker's “Feelin' Good.”  

“So Long, So Long” conjures the early Muddy Waters recordings with Big Crawford on bass and Little Walter on harmonica. It perhaps is the 
standout track on a recording with many excellent performances Memphis Mojo is a superb blues recording likely to receive many of the         

accolades Red's prior disc received. Such recognition will be well deserved.
