Smokin’ Hot Nick Moss Band
Headlines Blues Festival Fundraiser
The temperature at the Silver Spring 
American Legion may explode from the 
heat of the Nick Moss Band, headliners 
at the DCBS Blues Festival Fundraiser on 
Saturday, April 18. Enjoying the spotlight 
generated by his recent and widely 
acclaimed CD, Time Ain’t Free, Moss 
weaves R&B, soul, traditional blues, funk 
and world music into his own signature 
style guaranteed to rock the house.

Guitar World named Time Ain’t Free as 
one of the 50 Best Albums of 2014. Grateful 
Web says, “Nick Moss’ guitar work speaks in 
volumes; from soft and moving to scorching 
and ferocious, he runs the absolute gamut 
of a blues legend in complete control of his 
style, form and virtuosity. As relevant as any 
other master of his craft, Moss proves to be 
an exceptional force….”

The brand new Time Ain’t Free “reaches 
deeper into soul, funk, and rock ‘n’ roll,” 
according to Billboard.com, with shades of 
P-Funk, Little Feat, Faces, and world music, 
all filtered through Moss’s deep blues lens, 
sparking exciting new directions.

The evening starts with the music of The 
Reggie Wayne Morris Band, introducing 
the new CD, Don’t Bring Me Daylight.   
Raised on Gospel and Blues, Morris is 
a Baltimore-based artist who rocks the 
Blues with a soulful core.

This evening of blues is a fundraiser to 
help finance the DCBS 2015 Blues Festival, 
scheduled for Sept. 5 at Carter Barron 
Amphitheatre. The DC Blues Festival has 
been free, and we want to maintain it as 

a no-cost event. DCBS did not receive a 
grant from the DC government to produce 
the 2015 festival, as it has in prior years. 
The budget for the festival is tight, and the 
Moss/Morris show is our first fundraiser 
to benefit the Festival.

Advance tickets are $12 for members, $15 
for non-members. Tickets at the door are 
$18 for everyone, no member discount.

Doors open at 6pm, the music goes from 
7pm to 12midnight. American Legion 
Post 41 is located at 905 Sligo Ave., Silver 
Spring, MD 20910.
