Mike Zito Brings Texas Blues and Chuck Berry Tribute to the City Winery

Mike Zito brought his award-winning band and Texas-style blues
to the City Winery DC on Dec 17, 2019. | got to enjoy the show
and then interview Mike. The following are some highlights.

Mike Zito started off the show at the City Winey with a rocking
“One More Train to Ride” followed by
Chuck Berry’s “Living in the USA.” This is
from the new “Mike Zito and Friends -
Rock n Roll: A Tribute to Chuck Berry”
record that’s #1 on the Billboard Blues
charts. Mike dedicated “First Class Life”
to the audience. This is a true story about
Mike’s life and getting a second chance.
The song showed off the excellent rhythm
section with Terry Dry on bass and vocals :
and Matthew Johnson on drums and
vocals. Mike and the band tore into a
Texas-style blues, “Wasted Time,” that
reminded me of Stevie Ray Vaughan and
got the crowd dancing.

Chuck Berry’s blues classic, “Wee Wee
Hours” is a reminder that Chuck started
out playing the blues. Next was “I

Me” that featured amazing guitar and
powerful vocals.

“Dying Day” is a swinging blues that got the crowd dancing
again and featured soulful blues guitar by Mike and solid
support from Terry and Matthew that built to a crescendo with
screaming guitar licks from Mike. “30 Days” and “St. Louis
Blues” from the Chuck Berry album filled the dance floor with
swing dancers. “Gone to Texas” is a beautiful song that Mike
recorded with his former band “The Wheel” and has very
emotional vocals and tasty guitar licks that had the crowd
cheering and wanting to go to Texas. “Make Blues Not War” was
dedicated to everyone who came out to support live music. The
show ended with Chuck Berry’s “Johnny B. Goode” - a perfect
ending to a wonderful night with the crowd dancing and singing
along. Don’t miss Mike and his band when they are in the area.
Pete: Hello and welcome to DC. What a great show! Where have
you been?

Mike Zito: We’ve been on the road about 3 weeks; been all over
the Northeast. We’'ll be back in Texas Friday.

Pete: Congratulations on the new Chuck Berry tribute! You're
getting great reviews and it's #1 on the Billboard charts again.
How long did it take you to make it with the 21 guest guitarists?
Mike Zito: It was a year-long project to arrange and coordinate.
The band recorded the tracks in January and we sent it out to
the artists to record their tracks. When they came in, | re-did my

parts to match what was sent in. Very lucky to be friends with
these guys; I'm a fan of all of them.

Pete: Did you ever meet or play with Chuck?

Mike Zito: Yes! | got to open for him a few times at the Duck
Room in St. Louis. | worked at a music
store and Chuck, his son, his piano
player, Johnny Johnson, would come in.
Growing up in St. Louis, Chuck was a part
of what you do. Kind of like Austin when
Stevie Ray Vaughan was there...Everyone
played like Chuck Berry in St. Louis.

Pete: | first heard you with the Royal
Southern Brotherhood. What a band. Did
you know those guys? Who decided to
get you, Devon Allman, Cyril Neville,

8 Charlie Wooton, Yonrico Scott together
back in 2011-12?

Mike Zito: We knew each other and a
manager put the band together. | knew

| Devon since he was 19 and living in St.
Louis. We worked together in the music
store. We've been friends for years. Cyril
and | had recorded a song, “Pearl River,”
together, so the manager thought it
would be good to get everyone together... threw us in a room
and said “make some music” (Laughs).lt was a great band. | left
after 4 years.

Pete: You have your own record label, Gulf Coast Records,
started in 2018. How are you fitting that in, producing and
writing?

Mike Zito: | have a great partner, Guy Hale, and we have several
people working for us. We have a good team. | produce and
write when | can. I'm producing a live Albert Castiglia record in
January.

Pete: Your blog, “Mike Zito, a Bluesman in Recovery,” is
powerful, uplifting and personal. | could relate to the new one,
“Time to Make a Change.” What kind of response do you get?
Mike Zito: I'm in recovery from drugs and alcohol for over 16
years. I'm very involved in recovery groups back home. This is
an outlet to share; | have over 100 entries and found most
people can relate; we're all going through stuff.

Pete: Anders Osborne has his “Send me a Friend” network. You
guys do great stuff personally & musically. Any chance we might
see you play together?

Mike Zito: We're great friends! We’ve worked and recorded
together but we’re both real busy. His version of “Memphis” on
the album is phenomenal! It was his Dad’s favorite song.

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Vanessa Collier: A Local Favorite Comes Back to the Area (Often!)

“There’s a young lady (Vanessa Collier) came onstage with me, | forget where | was, but she’s playing an alto saxophone, and man,
she was amazing.” These are the words of Buddy Guy in a recent issue of American Blues Scene, describing an impromptu
performance with Vanessa Collier on the Legendary Rhythm & Blues Cruise. If you haven’t been fortunate enough to meet Vanessa
and witness one of her head-turning, fiery and passionate performances, you should definitely make sure you do so soon. As a
master musician and multi-instrumentalist, Vanessa weaves funk, soul, rock and blues into every powerful performance and she is
downright impressive. With soulful vocals, searing saxophone and witty songwriting, Vanessa is blazing a trail, racking up an
impressive arsenal of honors and has already singled herself out as an artist of distinction and one we would all do well to watch.
She has recorded several albums, has won numerous honors, most recently the Blues Foundation’s 2019 Blues Music Award for
Instrumentalist of the Year-Horn.

You may not know that when Vanessa is not touring somewhere around the world, she
can be found giving music lessons in Howard County, MD. In a recent interview with
Katie Jones for the Howard County Times, Vanessa, now 29, and a graduate of River Hill
High School, discussed her successful teaching career and how she travels from her
home in Delaware weekly to teach private lessons in Howard County. While she fondly
remembers attending 6:30 a.m. jazz band rehearsals as a sixth-grader, Vanessa was
seriously thinking about becoming a professional women’s basketball player and was a
varsity player all four years at River Hill. “It was a good learning experience for me. |
learned a lot of work ethics and pushing through when tired,” Collier said. Music,

1 however, was what she turned to for expressing herself. She attended Berklee College
of Music in Boston, and she had the opportunity to tour with Blues Hall of Fame
musician Joe Louis Walker, while completing her degree.

Collier says she’s happy performing on stages across the world, hoping that she can make a difference with fans and followers
along the way. “I love connecting with an audience and feeling their energy and | hope to inspire people to follow their dreams and
passions, to find what brings them joy, and then to pursue it doggedly.” Don’t miss seeing Vanessa when she returns to the area
for a show at The Hamilton Live on January 17, 2020, where she continues her year-long 'Honey Up' U.S. Tour, named for her
recent album of the same name.
