Non-performer individuals to be recognized for their behind-
the-scenes contributions are Malaco Records partners Tommy
Couch, Sr. and Wolf Stephenson, whose label’s first big hit was
Dorothy Moore’s “Misty Blue” in 1976, and who produced such
blues greats as Bobby Bland, Little Milton, Z.Z. Hill, Denise
LaSalle, Latimore, Johnnie Taylor and Tyrone Davis. Malaco
remains an active player in the music world today.

The book EARLY DOWNHOME BLUES: A MUSICAL AND
CULTURAL ANALYSIS, by Jeff Todd Titon is this year’s literature
